 So what do you want your future events and experiences to be?  If 
you could create a preview of what’s to come, what would it look like? In 
coach-speak, what’s your vision? Here’s a simple exercise you can do. 
 
Create a Preview: 
  

1. Look at different areas of your life 
2. Create a preview of your ideal future in each of those areas 
3. Backtrack and figure out what you need to do now to make it happen 

 
 Take out a sheet of paper or sit down at your computer and list the 
following eight areas of your life: Work/Career; Money; Personal 
Growth/Spirituality; Health; Romance/Significant Other; Fun/Recreation; 
Physical Environment; Friends/Family. 
 
 Put yourself in a place one year from now-January of 2008.  Create a 
sentence or two that will describe what is happening in each of these areas, 
your own personal movie preview of your life.  Remember, when you watch 
actual movie previews, they are exciting, they show the best parts of the 
show, and make you want to see the rest of the story.  Your preview can be 
the same.  As you create your preview, don’t get bogged down with the 
details, just go for the finished product.  You can work out the details later. 
 



 Now that your preview is ready, what’s next? Perhaps you’re really 
happy with a certain area of your life.  What do you like about it and what 
can you do to maintain it?   
 
 If your preview is different than your current situation, what’s 
different? Now, it’s time to figure out the steps needed to make it happen. 
 
 Here are a couple of my previews: In the area of Romance/Significant 
Other, I see my husband and I having lunch together at least once a week, 
and having a date night at least once a month.  I see us catching each other 
up on the details of life, having great discussions, going to movies and 
laughing a lot. So how do I make that happen?  Well, I might run the idea by 
my husband (!) then we can take concrete steps to schedule it and make 
those things a priority. 
 
 In the area of Physical Environment, I see walking into each room in 
my house being surrounded by colors that make me feel warm, cozy and 
comfortable.  How do I make that happen?  Call Jodie at InnerView 
Consulting and do the rooms I didn’t get to a couple years ago.  The goal?  No 
more white walls!   
 
 How about you?  What’s your preview look like?  Like a great movie 
preview, focus on the highlights and create a preview you can’t wait to see!  
Be creative and go for it!  Then take the steps to make it happen! 
 
 I’d love to see your preview and I’d love to help you make it happen! 
Taking time to do this exercise now will greatly increase the likelihood that 
you’ll get what you want this year.  Think how great you’ll feel when you can 
sit back and, as they say at the movies, “enjoy the feature presentation.”  Go 
for it!  See you at the movies.
